Fest, the Bemis Holiday Fundraiser Workshop, and the May Festival, for which the Friends acquired a
$1,500 MCC Festival grant.

e UpCycle!, our first ROAR program, was a hit with area residents.

e Working with SBL, a non-profit consultant, we received over $22,000 from foundations.

e After a request by the Friends for State aid, Rep. Donnie Berthiaume secured $50,000 in ARPA funds for
North Brookfield to use for restoration of the Town House.

e And, justin, word that the Friends have received a grant of $35,000 from the Mass Cultural Council. With it
we can match any donation made to the Friends of the Town House up to a max of $35,000.
