MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING
SEPTEMBER 13, 2016

Chairman Walter called the meeting to order in the Senior Center at 6:05 PM with Mr. Hevy and Mr. Kiley also present.

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
· August 31, 2016
Mr. Kiley moved, and Mrs. Walter seconded, a motion to approve these minutes.  So voted, with Mr. Hevy abstaining.

· September 6, 2016
· September 6, 2016 Executive Session 
Mr. Hevy moved, and Mr. Kiley seconded, a motion to approve the aforementioned minutes as written.  So voted.

1. APPROVAL OF WARRANTS
There were no warrants.

      III.	      PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Mrs. Walter noted that last week under this section Mr. Edward Hubacz was in to complain about the condition of Mad Brook Road.  Mrs. Walter went to Mad Brook Road and took some photos, which she showed to Mr. Hevy and Mr. Kiley.  From Oakham Road to the bridge the road was “chip sealed” by Mr. Barnes before he retired.  The section of road from the bridge to Hillsville Road is the section that Mr. Hubacz stated was not completed because a top layer was not applied.  

Mr. Kiley stated that in his opinion the photos are a gross misrepresentation of the road conditions.  The cost of asphalt is the lowest in many years, and Mr. Jean did not pave any roads this year.  

Mr. Hevy said that Mr. Jean sent the Selectmen a letter earlier in the year explaining his plans to clean up some drainage projects this year before his retirement, and that he planned to use some of the Chapter 90 money for a road sweeper and leave the rest for the new superintendent to use.  .

Mrs. Walter presented a letter that she drafted to be sent to Mr. Jean (Attachment #1) informing him of Mr. Hubacz’ comments and asking for a response.  Mr. Hevy moved, and Mr. Kiley seconded, a motion to send the letter to Mr. Jean and ask for him to bring a written response to the next Selectmen’s meeting.  So voted.

     IV.	     FINANCIAL REPORTS
A.  FY18 Budget Policy  
The Selectmen reviewed the FY17 budget policy, and discussed ways that it could be updated for FY18.  (Attachment #2)  Mrs. Walter suggested that town officials be reminded that they should review the cost of providing certain services in order to make sure the fees charged cover the cost of providing that service.  It was agreed to put this on the agenda again next week.
 
     V.	     OLD BUSINESS
A.  Request for AED 
The Selectmen reviewed a letter from the Board of Health asking for an AED at the transfer station, (Attachment #3), and a letter to Treasurer Anne Jannette noting that this year’s apportionment of Holden Hospital Funds is $11,102.00.  The cost of one AED is approximately $1,600.00.  The Selectmen discussed whether all town buildings had an AED, and if perhaps we could get better pricing if we bought more than one machine.  It was agreed to ask Joe Holway and CMRPC if they could assist with this.

VI.     NEW BUSINESS
	A.  Police Chief w/ monthly report and promotion
Police Chief Mark Smith was present to review his report for the month of August.  (Attachment #4)  The Chief reported 37 incidents and 19 arrest/summons for the month.  Mr. Hevy moved, and Mr. Kiley seconded, a motion to accept the report.  So voted.

Mr. Hevy noted that the Selectmen need to raise the rate for part-time patrolmen to $15 per hour.  The Chief said that the part-time officers have been filling more vacant shifts for the past month, and it will save him money in overtime costs.  Mr. Hevy moved, and Mr. Kiley seconded, a motion to set the part-time rate to $15 per hour.  So voted.

The Chief then read a letter to the Selectmen informing them of his plan to promote Sergeant Ryan Daley to Lieutenant.  (Attachment #5)  According to the Chief’s letter, Sergeant Daley has met the requirements listed on the lieutenant job description.  The promotion will be effective September 18th, and the Chief is planning a formal ceremony sometime in the future.  Mrs. Walter noted that the FSLA status will need to be changed on the job description to non-exempt.  She asked the Chief if he has the money in his budget for these changes, and the Chief stated that he does.  Mr. Hevy moved, and Mr. Kiley seconded, a motion to promote Sergeant Daley effective September 18th.  So voted.  

	B.  Thank you letter from Southbridge 
Mrs. Walter reviewed a letter from the Town of Southbridge thanking North Brookfield for their assistance with two fires on August 28th.  (Attachment #6)  The Selectmen commended the Fire Department, and agreed to send a copy of the letter to Chief Gannon.

VII.     ANNOUNCEMENTS
A.  Voter registration hours for Presidential election
Mr. Kiley announced that the last day to register to vote at the November 8th presidential election is Wednesday, October 19th in the Town Clerk’s office.
 


B.  Early voting hours for Presidential election
Mrs. Walter read an announcement from the Town Clerk that there will be early voting hours for the November 8th election in the clerk’s office on various dates between October 25th and November 4th.  The dates are published on the town’s website.

C.  Town Forest Park fishing derby Saturday, Sept 24th
Mr. Hevy announced that the opening day of the newly renovated Town Forest Park will be Saturday, September 24th.  There will be a fishing derby 8 AM to noon.

D.  Town Forest Conference Sunday, Sept 25th 
Mr. Kiley noted that the state DCR will be holding a conference at the North Brookfield elementary school on Sunday, September 25th.  There will be speakers and demonstrations, and registered attendees will receive a free lunch.

E.  Planning Board hearing notice
Mrs. Walter read a notice from the Planning Board announcing a public hearing to be held on Wednesday, October 19th on the application of Healthwise, Inc. for a marijuana cultivation/dispensary facility at 60 Prospect Street.  

F.  Volunteers still needed for Commission on Disability 
Mrs. Walter noted that a minimum of five members are needed on the Commission on Disability, and we currently have only three.

G.  Quabaug 100th Anniversary 
Mr. Kiley announced that Quabaug Vibram Innovations will be celebrating their 100th anniversary on Friday, September 16th from 10 AM to 2 PM.
